Assess, Preserve, and 
Replant...
 With the advent of the Phase I 
road reconstruction came concern 
about our trees.  Many trees were 
slated to be removed and replaced 
along the major entryways into 
our village.  Concerns were raised 
not only about those trees but all 
the village trees. It was discovered 
that in order to qualify for grants 
and Tree City status, a few things 
needed to be in place.  
          
  The first step was to inventory 
every tree in the village forest-  
the species, age, location, and 
condition were all recorded 
electronically by Dr. Nina Bassuk 
and a team of urban 
horticulturists from Cornell, 
Syracuse, and Alfred Universities.  
Dr. Bassuk is one of the foremost 
experts in the world in the field of 
urban horticulture and frequently 
serves as a consultant to the 
village.  

  The second step was to research, 
draft and adopt a municipal tree 
ordinance.  Once a tree ordinance 
was in place, a municipal tree 
board could be formed to plan and 
oversee future assessment, 
education, preservation, and 
replanting efforts.
